Hello boys and girls. My name is Daniel, and | have a true story to
tell you today about something that happened to me. This story is
about a king, named Belshazzar. God blessed King Belshazzar. He
gave Belshazzar many beautiful things.

The king was very happy, and decided to throw a big party for
all of his friends. Put a party hat on each child in the group.
Everybody was having a great time at the party, but then the king
began to do some things that he should not have done. He took
gold and silver cups from the temple of God, that were only to be
used in the temple, and let everyone drink from them. Place silver
and gold cups in front of four children.

The king and all of his friends started talking about how great

the gold and silver were. They even started saying how great wood

and stones were. They praised the wood, stones, gold, and silver.
They thought they were very important. They did not think about

God at all. They did not even pray and thank God before they ate
and drank.

God was sad about what the king and his friends had been say-
ing so he did something to get the king’s attention. Suddenly, while
they were all talking and having a good time, a hand appeared out
of nowhere and started writing on the wall. The king watched the
hand as it wrote, “Mene, Mene, Tekel, Parsin” (Daniel 5:25). The
King was very scared! He did not know what the writing meant!

The king decided that he needed some help. He called for some
smart people to see if they knew what the words meant but no one
could understand them. Finally, the king’s wife remembered me,
Daniel. She remembered that God had given me a lot of wisdom.
The king called for me.

I said to the king: God has given you everything that you need
and a lot more; more than he has given to most people! You know
that God gave you these things! You know how powerful God is,
but you do not honor or give thanks to him. You act like you do not
need God. You don’t help your friends to know God, and you do
not tell them anything about him.

Then [ told him what the words on the wall meant. Ask the chil-
dren if they know what the words mean. / told the king that the
words mean that God is going to take away your friends (remove
the party hats from the children). He is going to take away all your
gold and silver. (Remove the cups.) The words also mean that
because you did not obey God, you will not be king anymore.

And that was exactly what happened. God made someone else
king to take Belshazzar's place.
